From 31 March to 11 May 2022, the La Forest Divonne gallery will present two
solo exhibitions simultaneously. In the first room, Caribai Clairvoies, in the
second, Philippe Borderieux Céramiques du peintre.

After her major solo exhibition at the Musée des Arts asiatiques de Nice, the
gallery will present a group of previously unseen works by the Franco-Japanese
artist Caribai.

The artist will exhibit panels combining Japanese paper - her favourite material
-, glass, wood and metal, directly inspired by the Japanese shojis, a wall or door
made of translucent paper mounted onawooden frame, which she sawinJapan as
a child. This set of pieces plays with light and paper, becoming one and the same
material, representing in turn clearings, glaciers, waves, or simple reflections.
By allowing light to pass through, whether natural or artificial, these clairesvoies
reveal imaginary worlds.

The exhibition will also present some suspended drapes, veils of Japanese paper
that the artist paints with ink.

«These works evolve over the course of the day as they reveal themselves to be different
in natural light and in the indirect lighting of the evening, in the half-light, where another
reading is possible. These paintings can evoke layers of ice, clearings, glaciers, waves,
reflections. They are born of a cosmic imagination and allow what Bachelard calls a
«working reverie» which, in his words, «puts us in the world». Caribar

Caribai studied fine arts in France, Italy and Brussels. In 2021, the artist has
been invited to present her work in the marble and glass setting of the Musée
des Arts asiatiques de Nice designed by Kenzo Tange, in the midst of an
exceptional collection of Asian art. At the heart of the exhibition, the public
could discover a monumental work of 33 m long created in situ, combining
ink painting, collage and engraving on wooden panels. On this occasion, the
museum published a forty-page book entitled Caribai - L'empreinte du vent.
